Regeneration Forum Elections -  February 2010  

The membership of the Forums is made up of people living locally because of your knowledge of what goes on.  Forum 
members attend monthly meeting and make decisions on applications.  The members of the Forums are supported by a 
community worker and encouraged to be in good communication with the community. 
  
The allocation of funding needs to meet the needs of the local community and the Community Plan.  Council Officers and 
the Councillors for the area are invited to the monthly meetings to assist by adding their knowledge of particular 
applications and what goes on at a city-wide level. 

COLDSIDE MARYFIELD February will see new groups set-up in both 
the Coldside and Maryfield Wards.  The 
Regeneration Forums will be made up of 
locally elected people.  The Forums will 
allocate funding that is focussed on 
regeneration of parts of each ward.  To 
support this the Forums will each have a 
budget of £125,000. 

Anyone over the age of sixteen living in the ward is   
eligible to put themselves up for election to the 
Forum.  The meetings on the 24th (Coldside) and 
25th (Maryfield) will choose 15 people to take part 
in each Forum.  Following the election meetings 
training and support will be given to all Forum 
members.
